       Kathy presented the bills for the
month along with deposits made for the
month.

The
board voted unanimous approval.
OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:

Assistance
for qualifying low- and moderate-income
residents with health and safety issues at
no cost to the homeowner guidelines
presented. Kathy will deliver applications
to individuals that may qualify.
Applications are due to the RRR Council
by June 30th.  
       Discussion held on sewer hookup for
lots on the west end of 3rd Street. The
council needs to contact the owner to find
out his plans for this property and how
residents are handling garage and billing
for services. Vicki will be stopping and
given the notice for clean up day and will
also have note for the owner of the
property to get hold of her or Wendy.
       Kathy stated that Valley Landfill
Association will be available June 28th for
the City Cleanup Day. Kathy made flyers
to be given to each household with date,
items that cannot be picked up and if
anyone needs scrap metal removal to
contact two individuals in town for that
service. Vicki will deliver posters. The
council has posted on Facebook noting
that this is for Hamilton residents only. No
appliances, scrap metal, electronics,
paints or tires will be taken.   
       Discussion held on cleaning city
vacant lots of weeds. Wendy will check to

see if the city could use equipment for
spraying from W. Argue. Travis said he
would be willing to do the spraying. The
city will have to purchase chemicals for
this project.  
       Discussion was held on the need to
get a file cabinet for storing old city
minutes, bills, banking records. We do
have one cabinet at the back of the civic
center, but it needs to be purged of old
records that we do not have to keep any
longer. Vicki will check to see what is
needed.

PM, August 4, 2025. Late proposals will
be deemed unresponsive.
       The consultant’s proposal may
include an appendix. Resumes,
references, a statement of qualifications
and other materials outlining experience
may be included in an appendix. The
appendix will not be considered as a part
of the 10 page proposal. Each proposal
will be evaluated by a selection
committee.
       Pembina County will conduct
interviews. The County plans to interview
up to three (3) of the most qualified
engineering firms based on whose
proposals most clearly meet the RFP
requirements. Interviews will take place
on a date to be determined by the County.
Firms not selected to be interviewed will
be notified in writing.
